Itinerary:
Day 1: Australia/Shanghai
Depart Australia on your Cathay Paci�c Airways �ight to Shanghai via Hong Kong. Upon 
arrival you will be met and transferred to the Majesty Plaza Hotel for 4 nights.

Day 2: Shanghai
A delightful day is spent exploring this gracious and cosmopolitan city. See the former 
Colonial Concessions along the Bund where you have a spectacular view of the 
“yesterday & today” of Shanghai. Take a stroll along the twisting alleyways of Old 
Chinatown and visit the Yu Garden. This afternoon visit the impressive Shanghai Museum. 
An evening acrobatic show will be arranged.(B/L)

Day 3-4: Shanghai
Enjoys your days at the World Expo site with transfers to/from the site. (B)

Day 5: Shanghai/Hong Kong
Transfer to the airport for your �ight to Hong Kong where you will be met and transferred 
to the Regal Kowloon Hotel for 3 nights. (B)

Day 6: Hong Kong
Enjoy a Hong Kong Island scenic coach tour up to Victoria Peak for panoramic views 
across Victoria Harbour and the South China Sea, followed by a visit to Aberdeen �shing 
village, stopping brie�y en route at Repulse Bay. Return through the gleaming chrome-
&-glass towers of the Central business district. An afternoon 2 hour harbour cruise will be 
arranged. (B)

Day 7: Hong Kong
Day at leisure.

Day 8: Hong Kong/Macau
Transfer to the ferry terminal for Macau, in less than an hour, your jetfoil will take you to 
the tiny enclave of Macau, on the western side of the Pearl River Delta. Macau still retains 
a distinctly Mediterranean �avour and style. Upon arrival, you will be transferred to the 
Grand Emperor Hotel for 2 nights. (B)

Day 9: Macau
A half day tour to visit the sites that has been inscribed on the World Heritage list, 
including Ruins of St. Paul’s, Na Tcha Temple, Section of the Old City Walls, A-Ma Temple 
and walk around Senado Square. Continue onto the Islands of Taipai and Coloane via the 
Cotai Strip. (B)

Day 10: Macau/Australia
Transfer to the ferry terminal for your jetfoil journey to Hong Kong Chap Lap Kwok 
International airport for your overnight �ight home. (B)
